1. What courses are covered under this admission guide?

The guide covers:
BE/B.Tech First Year Admissions
BE/B.Tech Direct Second Year (Lateral Entry)

Diploma Engineering First Year
Diploma Engineering Direct Second Year Admissions

2. What is the minimum eligibility for First Year BE/B.Tech admission?
For Open Category candidates:
e Minimum 45% PCM marks (135/300)
For Reserved Category candidates:
e Minimum 40% PCM marks (120/300)
Candidates must also obtain a non-zero score in MHT-CET or JEE Main.

3. Is MHT-CET compulsory for Engineering admission?

Yes. Candidates must appear for all PCM subjects in MHT-CET 2026 and obtain a non-zero
score. JEE Main positive score is also accepted.

4. Can a Diploma student take direct admission to Second Year Engineering?

Yes. Diploma holders with:

e 45% marks (Open)
e 40% marks (Reserved)

are eligible for Direct Second Year BE/B.Tech admission.
5. Are B.Sc. students eligible for Direct Second Year Engineering?
Yes. B.Sc. graduates are eligible if they have:

e Minimum 45% marks (Open)

e 40% marks (Reserved)
e Mathematics at HSC level compulsory



6. What is the eligibility for First Year Diploma Engineering?
Students must:

e Pass SSC (10th Standard)
e Obtain minimum 35% aggregate marks

No CET exam is required for Diploma First Year admission.
7.1Is CET required for Diploma admission?
No. MHT-CET is not required for First Year Diploma Engineering admission.
8. Who can apply for Direct Second Year Diploma admission?
Eligible candidates include:
o HSC students with Physics/Maths/Chemistry/CS/IT
e 10th + 2 Years ITI students
o Working professionals with minimum 1-year experience in a registered company within
50 km
9. What is the CAP Process?

CAP (Centralised Admission Process) is the online seat allotment system conducted by
Maharashtra State CET Cell/DTE for engineering and diploma admissions.

10. How many CAP rounds are conducted?

There are:

e 4 CAP Rounds for BE/B.Tech
e 4 CAP Rounds for Diploma admissions

11. What is the Freeze option in CAP rounds?
Freeze means:

e You accept the allotted seat permanently

e You will not participate in further rounds

¢ You must take admission in the allotted institute

12. What is the Float option?

Float means:



e You temporarily accept the current seat
e You can still participate in the next rounds for betterment
o [fabetter seat is allotted, the old seat gets cancelled automatically

13. What are Auto-Freeze rules?
e Round I: Seat auto-freezes if allotted 1st preference
e Round II: Auto-freeze within top 3 preferences
e Round III: Auto-freeze within top 6 preferences
e Round IV: Final round, no betterment possible
14. How many college preferences can students fill?

Candidates can fill:

e Minimum 1 choice
e Maximum 300 institute-course preferences

15. Can students change the option form after submission?
No. Once confirmed, the option form cannot be modified.
16. What documents are compulsory for admission?
Mandatory documents include:

e SSC Mark Sheet

e HSC/Diploma/B.Sc. Mark Sheet

e CET Score Card

e Leaving Certificate

o Nationality Certificate
17. What documents are required for reserved category students?
Reserved category students need:

o Caste Certificate

o Validity Certificate

e Non-Creamy Layer Certificate (for applicable categories)
18. What is the reservation percentage for OBC candidates?

OBC candidates receive 19% reservation under Maharashtra State quota.

19. Is there reservation for female candidates?



Yes. 30% seats are reserved for female candidates in Maharashtra.
20. What is TFWS admission?

TFWS (Tuition Fee Waiver Scheme) is available for students whose family income is below I8
lakh per year. Income certificate is mandatory.

21. Is there reservation for Defence candidates?
Yes. 5% reservation is available under DEF-1, DEF-2, and DEF-3 categories.
22. Is there reservation for Persons with Disability (PWD)?

Yes. 5% reservation is available for candidates having minimum 40% permanent disability
certified by competent authority.

23. What happens if a student does not report after seat allotment?

Failure to report to ARC/Institute within the deadline results in automatic forfeiture of the
allotted seat.

24. What is the seat acceptance fee?
Students must pay:

e 31,000 non-refundable seat acceptance fee
either online or at ARC/FC/SC.

25. Where can students apply online for Engineering admissions?
Official portals:

e Engineering Admissions: Maharashtra CET Cell Portal
e Diploma Admissions: DTE Maharashtra Portal

27. Can CBSE and ICSE students apply for Diploma Engineering?

Yes. Students from State Board, CBSE, and ICSE are eligible for Diploma admissions.



28. Is Maharashtra domicile compulsory for reservation benefits?

Yes. Reservation benefits apply mainly to Maharashtra State candidates with valid domicile
documents.

29. What is the biggest mistake students make during CAP?
Common mistakes include:

Filling random college preferences

Not confirming the option form

Missing document verification deadlines
Ignoring auto-freeze rules

Not reporting after allotment

Students should carefully follow all CAP schedules and instructions.
30. Why should students participate in all CAP rounds?
Participating in all rounds improves the chance of:

o Better college allotment

e Preferred branch selection
e Upgraded seat through Float option
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
